Long Range Planning Committee:   

The twelve people attending this break-out 

session agreed to continue on as the committee 

and follow-up this session with a conference 

telephone call and a meeting in April.  The five 

topics of discussion were: 

1. National Coordinator Position This position 

was suggested at last year’s annual meeting. 

Presently candidates are being sought, with 

the hope of a volunteer board, that they seek 

donations, from secretariat members, to cover 

the operational costs (excluding salary).

Suggestion was made to look into doing 

a similar video with Pastor and Bishops for use 

in approaching the clergy.  Also a review of 

current brochures for the purpose of giving 

them a more dynamic appearance might be 

appropriate. 

3. Annual Meeting Teaching Forums   The 

committee suggested that the board review 

seminars to see that their content reflects the 

renewal of knowledge that is used by all 

Secretariats.  This is to make sure that as each 

secretariat changes personal, the message 

remains the same.

or insight, an idea about how to improve business, or 

better, how your busines can improve the reader. The 

article should clarify, inspire, encourage, enthuse, 

provoke thought, satisfy—it should elicit a positive 

response. And the best response of all, of course, is 

that the reader decides that your products or services 

provide the solutions he or she needs. 

To sum it up, grab the reader’s attention through an 

effective headline and hook, and then reward the 

reader for following through by giving something the 

reader didn’t have before. In addition, keep the article 

brief and well focused, and if appropriate, demonstrate 

how your products and services address the issues 

raised in the article. By doing so, you stand a good 

chance of keeping the readers you have and gaining 

new readers with every issue.
