What is TEC?

About Teens Encounter Christ

Teens Encounter Christ (TEC) is a three
denominational retreat focused on the Easter
celebration. It involves meeting new people, learning
new ideas, and confronting the sin that is in each of
us. Throughout the weekend, the teens are also given
the opportunity to learn more about their faith and
about Christ himself through the personal testimonies
of both youth and clergy. Singing is always a very big
part of TEC, as is worship and good food.

What is TEC?
There are three main themes at a TEC weekend, one
for each day:

Die Day: Fridayis our"” Die Day." The focus of this day
is the death of Jesus Christ on the cross. Talks, songs,
and activities all combine to confront the teen about

the sacrifice that Christ made on the cross for our sins.

Rise Day: Saturday is "Rise Day." Rise Day is focused
on the Resurrection of Jesus, and what that means in
our everyday lives. Jesus is no longer on the cross. We
can live our lives as new creations every day!

Go Day: Sunday is our "Go Day." The focus of this day

is the Great Commission found in Matthew 28. How do
we take what we've learned at TEC and impact the

world around us for Christ? Teens will be challenged to
"Walk the walk" and live their lives for Christ.

A prayer chapel is always available, and members of
the TEC community establish a "round -the - clock"
prayer vigil during the course of the weekend.

When and where is TEC?

TEC retreats are twice a year, usually the first
weekend in February and the first weekend in August.
The locations change each time and are generally in
Southeastern Wisconsin.

Why go to TEC?

TEC can be life changing for a teen. Many youth
have gone through TEC as a weekender, have
returned to serve on team and now are continuing

to be part of the TEC program as adults. Many youth
have decided to make a commitment to Christ

duri ng the weekend. And many youth have had
seeds planted that may come to bear fruit in future
years. TEC is a retreat that focuses on its name, to
have "Teens Encounter Christ."

How can | go to TEC?

Applications are available online at
www.badgertec.org or by contacting one of the
Council Members listed. Family and friends of the
Weekenders are encouraged to be a part of the
weekend through prayer, letters, and joining the
Weekenders at the Closing Service on Sunday
afternoon. If you are interested in more w ays to be
a part of the weekend, please see the contact list.

The registration fee for the weekend is $45. This
includes all meals, supplies, insurance, expenses, as
well as a T -shirt from the weekend. Scholarships are
available on a need basis from the TE C council.

Applicants must be at a minimum entering their
sophomore year in high school to be eligible.
The maximum age for this program is 20. Any
exceptions must be approved by the Badger
TEC Council.
